ASSIGNMENT:
Perform a famous speech.  Selections may include public orations, 


eulogies, and sermons.  Memorization is not required.  The student 


should develop the ability to convey the message of the speech in a 


sincere, honest, and realistic style.  The student should interpret the 


meaning of the speech and be able to carry the interpretation over 



to the minds of the listeners.  The student must be able to interest 



the listeners and hold their attention.

***Note:  The original speaker's words may not be altered for the presentation with the exception that cutting is permitted (example – for time; for offensive language)

***Note:  The famous speech must be approved by the teacher in advance.

The performance copy should not contain deleted sentences or paragraphs.  The performance copy will be checked for a grade in TEAMS on Tuesday , January 17th . 
5 POINTS EXTRA CREDIT:

Wear a complete costume during your performance.

3 POINTS EXTRA CREDIT:


Design a poster (1/2 sheet) that includes pictures of the speaker and/or occasion.



Text should include information about the speaker and the speech.



The poster should be creative and neatly designed.
