INTERPRETERS’ THEATER ASSIGNMENT

Each group will script and perform an interpreters’ theater piece.  This piece will include all group members.  (max. 10 minutes/includes intro)
NOTE:  IT group pieces will be performed in the lecture room on the following date:

1)Discuss literature that would work well for interpreters’ theater.  

(short stories, novels, children’s stories, folk tales, or poetry)  


(good balance of narration and dialogue) 

(interesting/unique characters)
2)Decide on your piece and locate a copy.  Give the copy to Mrs. Billingsley.  She will make copies for your group.

3)  Adapt your piece for interpreters’ theater.  Use creative scripting techniques throughout the selection.

4)  Make arrangements for one member of the group to type the final script.  The final copy should look much like a play script.

5) Assign roles within the group.  Each person in the group must have a speaking role in the piece.  Use creative scripting techniques throughout the selection.

6)  Write a creative introduction for the piece.  Include all group members.

7) Decide on appropriate dress for your group.  It is always a good idea to dress 
uniformly.    Your dress selection should enhance the theme of your presentation.
8)  Use a creative entrance and exit.  (should match the theme)
9)  Consider the “stage picture” you would like to create.  Where will you sit or stand?  Will you move during the presentation?  
10)  Consider the music you will incorporate into your presentation.  Music may be recorded or sung live.  (Note:  Music is often used for the entrance and exit, but it may also be used for transitions during the presentation.)  
10)Do you need any stage props or costume pieces to enhance the presentation?  (ex. Hat, scarf, glasses, came apron, stool, chair black box)
