Unit: Oral Interpretation 

1. Select a category : dramatic interpretation (DI) , humorous interpretation( HI), program of oral interpretation ( POI) 

2. Once a category is selected, follow the direction sheet for your chosen category.  All works of literature will be approved Monday (March 27th).  


3. Begin reading your pieces(s) of literature and decide on a section of the literature you want to interpret.  This is a reading of literature… you will not memorize the piece of literature, but you will write an introduction to your piece of literature that will be memorized! 

4. Once your piece is selected you must : 
A. Cut your piece for time – all pieces must be 7- 10 min  - Due in TEAMS April 3rd
B. Type your piece in MLA form – double spaced , times new roman, 12 pt font
C. Create your introduction- no more than a minute ( follow direction sheet of introduction) DUE IN TEAMS APRIL 3rd
D. Oral Interpretation will be presented in class DUE APRIL 6TH
